ECONOMIC COMMENTARY

Market review

Despiteuncertaintiesarisingfrom the U.S. election, evolving monetarypolicy, and heightened geopolitical tensions, 2024 emerged as aremarkable
year for the economy and financial markets. The economy is on track for a year of above-trend growth, driven by aresilient consumer base, while
the labor market has stabilized in a relatively healthy state. Simultaneously, moderating inflation has enabled the Federal Reserve (Fed) to begin
easing policy after a prolonged pause. In 2024, the economy exhibited unexpectedly robust growth, despite still restrictive interest rates and
higher prices for goods and services. The third estimate for third-quarter GDP revealed an upward revision to an annualized rate of 3.1%. This
increase was largely fueled by a surge in exports and strong consumer spending, although it was partially offset by reduced private inventory
investment and higher imports. Over the first three quarters, the average annualized growth rate was 2.6%, with consumer spending playing
a pivotal role, contributing approximately 75% of the overall GDP growth. The labor market showed resilience in November, rebounding from
disruptions caused by strikes and hurricanes in the previous month. Nonfarm payrolls increased by a solid 227,000, surpassing expectations,
with upward revisions adding 56,000 jobs to the prior two months. The private sector accounted for 85% of this job growth, with health care
and leisure and hospitality sectors adding 72,000 and 53,000 jobs, respectively. Elsewhere, wages rose 0.4% month-over-month (m/m) and 4.0%
year-over-year (y/y), while the unemployment rate edged up to 4.2%. Overall, the labor market remains robust, although the stability in wages
and the slightincrease in the unemployment rate shifted the expectation toward a December rate cut. Meanwhile, the November Consumer Price
Index (CPI) report indicated that progress on disinflation had stalled, yet underlying details suggested positive momentum persists.

Headline CPIrose 0.3% m/m, with base effects pushing the annual increase to 2.7%, while core inflation remained steady at 0.3% m/m
and 3.3% y/y. Inflation appeared most pronounced in sectors aligned with resilient mid-to-upper income consumption, such as autos,
travel, leisure, and recreational services. However, many of these segments are volatile and do not appear to be on an upward trend. In
more welcome news, inflation in shelter and auto insurance eased, rising by 0.3% and 0.1%, respectively. On the other hand, headline and
core Personal Consumption Expenditures (PCE) came in slightly below expectations, rising 2.4% and 2.8% y/y, respectively. As base
effects become more favorable and core services disinflation continues, inflation may resume its steady decline toward 2%.

At its final meeting, the Federal Open Market Committee (FOMC) reduced the federal funds rate by 0.25% to a target range of 4.25%-
4.50%, completing a total reduction of 100 basis points (bps) in 2024. The statement took a more hawkish turn, changing the language
from “considering additional adjustments” to “considering the extent and timing of additional adjustments” to the target range,

suggesting the Fed may pause rate cuts at its next meeting, maintaining flexibility based on evolving data.

The updated Summary of Economic Projections (SEP) also leaned hawkish. It acknowledged resilient economic growth, reduced
downside risks to the labor market, and slower progress on disinflation. The SEP projected higher growth and lower unemployment
for 2025, along with increased inflation forecasts for 2025 and 2026. Additionally, it suggested a more cautious approach to rate cuts,
with the committee expecting just two rate cuts for 2025, compared to four in the September SEP. Notably, a few members considered
potential fiscal policies and tariffs into their estimates. The pace of rate cuts is expected to be more gradual and will remain contingent

on the evolution of economic data.

With the Federal Reserve’s policy rate reduction in December, yields on U.S. Treasury bills declined. In contrast, longer-term Treasury
yields rose, influenced by heightened long-term growth and inflation expectations under the new administration. Three-month and six-
month Treasury bill yields both fell by 17 bps to 4.32% and 4.27%, respectively.

Outlook

As we transition into 2025, uncertainty continues to loom over the markets. In the wake of the election, there is considerable speculation
about the policies the incoming administration might implement and their potential economic impacts. With Donald Trump’s re-election
as president and the Republican sweep of Congress, significant policy shifts are anticipated, adding a layer of complexity to the economic
outlook. Trump’s agenda focuses on four major policies: tax cuts, increased tariffs, reduced immigration, and deregulation across various
sectors. Extending the Tax Cut & Jobs Act, set to expire at the end of 2025, along with pursuing deregulation, is generally seen as supportive
for growth, However, proposed tariffs and immigration policies could drive up prices, pushing inflation higher. However, the timing and
scale of these policies remain uncertain, making their impacts difficult to predict. That said, none of the proposed policies appear to spell
trouble for the economy, at least in the short run; and 2025 should be another year of expansion, likely at a trend-like pace.

Meanwhile, with inflation trending lower and the labor market normalizing, the Fed cut interest rates by 100 bps since September 2024.
Although the Fed still views its current policy stance to be restrictive, it is notably less so than before, and it maintains a bias toward easing
the policy rate until reaching a neutral stance. However, resilient economic activity and inflationary policies, if passed, could complicate
this goal. A more gradual path of policy easing is likely, limiting any significant downward movement in rates. Until there is more clarity on
President Trump’s policy agenda, the pace of rate cuts will continue to depend on incoming economic data. We anticipate that the Fed will
implement up to two additional cuts in 2025 to further alleviate restrictive pressures on the economy, while remaining vigilant to avoid
reigniting inflation.

Market review

As we step into 2025, the economic landscape continues to show remarkable resilience. Over the past year, the economy has demonstrated its
ability to adapt and prosper amid evolving monetary policy, ambiguous fiscal policy, and moderating, yet persistent, inflationary pressures.
With consumer spending as a key driver and the labor market maintaining solid momentum, January’s economic data sets the stage for a year of
sustained strength. In the fourth quarter, the U.S. economy expanded at a solid 2.3% annualized rate, contributing to a robust annual year-over-
year growth rate of 2.8% for 2024. Consumer spending was a major force behind this growth, increasing at an impressive 4.2% pace, buoyed by
rising household net worth and disposable income. Residential investment also contributed positively, with a 5.3% increase, signaling a recovery
in home building. Government spending increased 2.5%, fueled by state and local wage increases and federal defense expenditures. However,
business fixed investment saw a decline of 5.6%. Despite this contraction, the overall economic picture remains robust, with strong consumer
and government spending offsetting areas of weakness. This economic strength was mirrored in the labor market, as the December jobs report
highlighted solid hiring momentum. Nonfarm payrolls rose by 256,000, significantly surpassing expectations of 165,000, with only minor
revisions to the prior two months. Growth was primarily driven by the services sector, with health care and social assistance adding 70,000
jobs. Retail trade and leisure and hospitality also saw solid job gains. The unemployment rate unexpectedly fell to 4.1%, largely due to a 243,000
increase in the labor force, while wage growth eased to 0.3% month-over-month (m/m) and 3.9% year-over-year (y/y). Overall, the labor market
closed the yearonastrong note, reflecting the broader economic strength seen throughout 2024. Meanwhile, the December CPIreport saw a slight

uptick in headline inflation, largely driven by an increase in energy prices. Headline CPI rose 0.4% m/m and 2.9% y/y. (continued page 4)

However, core CPI, which excludes food and energy, increased at a more modest pace, rising 0.2% m/m and 3.2% y/y, suggesting that
underlying inflationary pressures remain well managed. Core goods inflation was a modest 0.1% m/m, with strength in new and used
vehicles offset by softness elsewhere. Shelter inflation, which accounts for a significant portion of annual inflation, rose 0.3% m/m
and 4.6% y/y. Similarly, December PCE came in as expected, rising 0.3% m/m on the headline figure and 0.2% m/m on the core figure,
bringing the annual inflation figures to 2.6% and 2.8%, respectively.

ECONOMIC COMMENTARY

Market review

As February wrapped up, economic data presented a contrast to January’s robust figures, amid an uncertain landscape shaped by evolving
monetary and fiscal policies. This shift was marked by a dip in consumer confidence and persistent inflationary pressures, all set against a
backdrop of evolving fiscal policies and trade dynamics. Meanwhile, the labor market showed its strength, offering a steady anchor. The month
kicked off with the January Jobs report, which, despite its noise, highlighted a labor market with solid momentum. Nonfarm payrolls rose by a
softer-than-expected 143,000, potentially impacted by adverse weather conditions. Revisions revealed weaker job growth in 2024 than initially
reported, however, anadditional 100,000 jobs were revised to November and December. Thisindicated stronger momentum toward the year’send.
The services sector continued to dominate, while employment in goods-producing sectors remained unchanged. The unemployment rate dipped
to 4.0%, and wage growth picked up to 0.5% month-over-month (m/m) and 4.1% year-over-year (y/y), supporting solid economic activity.The
following week, the January CPI report highlighted stalled progress toward the Fed’s 2% target. Headline CPI increased by 0.5% m/m (3.0% y/y),
surpassing consensus by 20 basis points, while core CPI advanced 0.4% m/m and 3.3% y/y. Core inflation has maintained a 3.3% annual rate for
five of the past six months. Unlike previous months, core goods were not a detractor, with used cars and prescription drugs primarily contributing
to the increase. Over the month, energy prices continued to climb due to higher gas prices. Grocery prices also saw an uptick, particularly in
meats, fish, and eggs. Within core services, auto insurance, hotels, and airfares came in firm. On the other hand, PCE inflation came in roughly in
line with expectations, with the headline and core figures rising 0.3% m/m, bringing the y/y figures to 2.5% and 2.6%, respectively.

Overall, these reports indicate that inflation still remains somewhat elevated, which could influence the Federal Reserve (Fed) to keep
rates on pause for longer before implementing rate cuts.

The secondary estimate of Q4 GDP underscored the economy’s resilience, maintaining a solid annualized growth rate of 2.3%, as
strong services spending offset a downward adjustment in household goods expenditure, while consumer spending remained steady at
4.2%. However, February witnessed a notable decline in consumer sentiment to well below pre-COVID levels, with both the University
of Michigan Consumer Sentiment Index and Conference Board’s Consumer Confidence Index dropping 7 points to 64.7 and 98.3,
respectively. This notable decline reflected growing concerns over the economic implications of President Trump’s policies, particularly
tariffs, which may elevate prices of household goods. Additionally, tariff policy and its retaliatory effects may negatively impact net

exports by making it more difficult and costly for domestic producers to compete in the global market.

The minutes from the January Federal Open Market Committee (FOMC) meeting reiterated the cautious stance that Chair Powell had
articulated in his post-meeting press conference and recent Congressional testimony. The Fed maintained its easing bias but noted that
itisnotinahurryto cutrates further, given the persistent inflation and uncertainties surrounding trade policy. The minutes highlighted
a “high degree of uncertainty,” prompting a “careful approach” to policy decisions. Consistent with Powell’s earlier remarks, the Fed is
weighing the option of maintaining a restrictive policy stance if inflation remains high, against the possibility of easing if the economy
or labor market weakens, or if inflation returns to the 2% target sooner than expected. This balanced approach reflects the Fed’s

commitment to navigating the complex economic landscape with prudence.

While Treasury bill yields remained rangebound, longer-term Treasury yields declined more significantly on the back of concerns over
the economic impact of trade policies. Three-month Treasury yields rose 1 basis point (bp) to 4.30%, while six-month Treasury yields
declined by 2 bps to 4.28%. Meanwhile, one-year Treasury yields declined by 7 bps to 4.09% and two-year Treasury yields declined by 21
bps to 3.99%.

Outlook

In the final stretch toward achieving the Federal Reserve’s 2% inflation target, the economic landscape of 2025 is becoming increasingly
challenging, largely due to evolving fiscal policy dynamics. In particular, therecently announced tariffs by President Trump are expected
to exert upward pressure on inflation while potentially dampening growth, thereby heightening economic uncertainty.

These tariffs are set to impact both inflation and growth in distinct ways. On the inflation front, while year-over-year headline inflation
may moderate in the coming months due to favorable base effects, the tariffs could lead to a temporary uptick in prices. From a growth
perspective, January’s significant 11.9% month-over-month rise in U.S. goods imports, driven by anticipatory front-loading ahead of the
tariffs, may weigh on first-quarter GDP. Additionally, the higher cost of goods could dampen aggregate demand, which may cause the
economy to moderate from last year’s robust levels.

Taking all of this into account, the Federal Reserve faces the challenge of distinguishing between durable trends and temporary
fluctuations in the data, amidst the noise of fiscal policy decisions. Despite the inflationary setbacks due to tariffs, viewed as a one-time
shock to prices, we expect the Fed to maintain its easing bias this year. While first-quarter GDP may be softened by the pre-tariffstocking
of imported goods, we do not foresee a recession in 2025. Consequently, we anticipate the Fed will adopt a more gradual approach to
cutting rates, carefully monitoring the evolving economic environment and potentiallyimplementing up to two additional 25 basis point

rate cuts in the latter half of the year.

BYLAWS OF
JOSEPHINE MUNICIPAL DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT
As adopted on April 14, 2025.

Article |
GENERAL
Section 1.1. Name.

The Josephine Municipal Development District (the “District”) shall have and continuously
maintain within the City of Josephine (the “City”) a registered office, which shall be the
depository for all records of the District, and a registered agent for the District (“Registered
Agent”) whose office is identical with such registered office. The Registered Agent shall be
the City Secretary of the City. The registered office of the District shall be at 201 Main St.,
Josephine, Texas 75164.

Section 1.2. Purpose.

The District is a political subdivision of the State of Texas and the City for the purposes set
forth in the Bylaws, the same to be accomplished on behalf of the City as its duly constituted
authority and instrumentality in accordance with Chapter 377 of the Texas Local
Government Code (the “Act”), and other applicable laws. The District was established by
election on November 5, 2024, for the purpose of developing and financing all permissible
projects prescribed by the Act.

Section 1.3. Powers.

In the fulfillment of its purpose, the District shall be governed by the Act and shall have all of
the powers set forth and conferred in the Act, and in other applicable laws, subject to the
limitations prescribed therein and herein and to the provisions thereof and hereof.

Article ll
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 2.1. Number, Qualifications and Term of Office

(a) The property and affairs of the District shall be managed, exercised, and controlled
by the Board of Directors (the “Board”), subject to the restrictions imposed by law
and these Bylaws.

(b) The Board shall consist of five (5) Directors (“Director(s)”), each of whom shall be
appointed by the City Council of the City. Each of the Directors shall be a resident of
the City or the City’s extraterritorial jurisdiction. The Board shall include at least one,



but no more than two City Council Members.

(c) Each Director, except any City Council Members, shall meet at least one (1) of the
following qualifications:

a. serve, or have served, as Chief Executive Officer of a company; or

b. serve, or have served, in a position of executive management of a company;
or

c. serve, or have served, in a professional capacity; or

d. owned and/or operated a small business; or

e. have experience equivalent to any of the above qualifications.

The City Council shall have the full discretion to consider an individual’s experience,
accomplishments, and educational background in appointing members to the Board to
ensure that the interests and concerns of all segments of the community are considered.

(d) The Directors shall serve staggered two (2) year terms . The terms for places 1, 2, and
3 shall expire in odd-numbered years, while places 4 and 5 shall expire in even-
numbered years. To stagger the terms, the places initially selected by the City Council
for one (1) year terms shall, subsequent to the conclusion of the one (1) year terms
and thereafter, be filled by City Council appointment of qualified individuals for two
(2) year terms.

(e) There shall be no limitation on the number of consecutive terms that members of the
Board of the District may serve on the Board.

(f) Any Director may be removed from office by the City Council at will, with or without
cause, at any time.

Section 2.2. Vacancies.

Any vacancies occurring in the Board resulting from the death, resignation, retirement,
disqualification, removal or, otherwise from office of any Director shall be filled by the City
Council appointing a successor to serve the remainder of such Director’s unexpired term.

A Director may resign at any time. Such resignation shall be made in writing, addressed to
the Mayor and the City Secretary, with a copy to the Board, and shall take effect at the time
specified therein, or, if no time is specified, at the time of its receipt by the City Secretary.

Section 2.3. Meetings.

(a) Regular Meetings. The Board shall meet as necessary as determined by the
Board, but no less than once per quarter. The regular meetings of the Board shall be held at
such times as may be designated by the Board and communicated to all Directors by written
notice. The Board may transact any and all business as may properly come before the
meeting.

(b) Special Meetings. Special meetings of the Board may be called by the
President of the District, or the Vice President, upon the President’s incapacity, on at least
three (3) days’ notice to each Director. Special meetings may also be called by the President
in like manner and on like notice on the written request of a majority of the Directors of the
District, by the Mayor of the City, or by a majority of the members of the City Council.
{Emergency meetings of the Board may be held without satisfying the notice requirement set
forth above in this section if such meetings are called and held in compliance with the Texas
Open Meetings Act, Chapter 551 of the Texas Government Code.]ﬂ

(c) Notices of Meetings. Unless otherwise provided by statute or these Bylaws,
written or printed notice stating the place, time, and hour of any meeting of the Board
together with a brief statement as to the subject matter of the meeting shall be delivered
either personally or by mail, facsimile, electronic mail, or other written means to each
Director not less than seventy-two (72) hours before the scheduled time of each meeting of
the Board. If mailed, notice of the meeting shall be deemed to be delivered when deposited
in the United States mail addressed to a director at their address as it appears on the records
of the District, and, if by facsimile or electronic mail when sent.

All meetings shall be held in the City of Josephine. Notice of each meeting of the Board
shall be given as required by and in accordance with the provisions of the Texas Open
Meetings Act, Chapter 551 of the Texas Government Code, and in the same manner as
Notice given by the City for meetings of the City Council.

The President, a staff member, or two Directors requesting it together, may have an item
placed on the agenda of a meeting by delivery, in writing, of the proposed agenda item to the
President or Secretary of the District not less than seven (7) calendar days prior to the date
of the proposed meeting.

Section 2.4. Quorum; Majority Vote.

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A quorum shall consist of three (3) Board members, which quorum shallinclude at least one
City Council Member appointed to the Board , for the conduct of the official business of the
District. The act of a majority of the Directors at a meeting at which aquorumisin attendance
shall constitute an action of the Board and of the District. The act of a majority of the
Directors present at any meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the Board,
except as otherwise specifically provided by statute or by these Bylaws. If a quorum is not
present at a meeting of the Board, the meeting will be rescheduled.

Section 2.5. Limitation of Liability.

No Director of this District shall be personally liable to the District for monetary damages for
an act or omission in the Director’s capacity as a Director, except that this section does not
eliminate or limit the liability of a Director to the extent the Director is found liable for: (i) a
breach of the Director’s duty of loyalty to the District; (ii) an act or omission not in good faith
that constitutes a breach of duty of the Director to the District or an act or omission that
involves intentional misconduct or a knowing violation of the law; (iii) a transaction from
which the Director received an improper benefit, whether or not the benefit resulted from an
action taken within the scope of the Director’s office; or (iv) an act or omission for which the
liability of a Director is expressly provided for by statute.

Section 2.6. Conduct of Business.

At the meetings of the Board, matters pertaining to the business of the District shall be
considered in accordance with rules of procedure as from time to time prescribed by the
Board. At all meetings of the Board, the President shall preside, and, in the absence of the
President, the Vice President shall exercise the powers of the President. The Secretary of the
District shall function as secretary of all meetings of the Board, but, in the absence of the
Secretary, the presiding officer may appoint any person to act as Secretary of the meeting.

Section 2.7. Compensation of Directors.

Directors on the Board shall not receive compensation for their services. However, they shall
be reimbursed for their actual and necessary expenses, with approval and in accordance
with the policies of the City, incurred in the performance of their duties, including, but not
limited to, the cost of travel, lodging and incidental expenses reasonably related to the duties
of the Board.

Section 2.8. Appointment of Administrative Officer.

The City Administrator shall serve as the administrative officer of the District to manage the
day-to-day affairs of the District, subject to these bylaws and the directions of the Board.
The City Administrator shall be an ex-officio member of all committees appointed by the
Board, and liaison between the Board and the committees and City Council. The City
Council may remove the City Administrator with or without cause at any time.

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Article lll
OFFICERS
Section 3.1. Elected Officers.

The Board of Directors shall choose from its members a President, a Vice President, and a
Secretary. The Board may also choose other officers the Board deems necessary. Officers
shall serve for terms of one (1) year or until their successors are duly elected and qualified
or until his/her death, resignation, retirement, disqualification, or removal from office.

(a) No agent or employee of the District need be a Director of the District, a
resident of the City or an employee of the City.

(b) Any two or more offices may be held by the same person, except the offices of
President, Vice President and Secretary.

Section 3.2. Election of Officers.

Except as provided by Section 3.5 herein, all officers shall be elected, when necessary, by
the Board at a Regular or Special Meeting of the Board. Each newly elected officer (other
than any person who succeeds himself in office) shall take office immediately following
his/her election. Any person elected as an officer of the District by reason of the death,
disability, retirement, disqualification or removal from office of an officer or by reason of the
occurrence of a vacancy of the office of any officer for any other reason, shall take office
immediately upon his/her election.

Section 3.3. Term of Office.

There shall be no limitation on the number of consecutive years that a person may serve in
the same office.

Section 3.4. Removal.

Any officer may be removed from the office or position held by them with or without cause,
at any time by the majority vote of the Directors present at any duly called meeting of the
Board whenever in their judgment the best interests of the District will be served thereby.

Section 3.5. Officer Vacancies.

Any vacancy occurring in any office or position of the District (by death, resignation, removal
or otherwise), except the office of Director, may be filled by the Board.

Section 3.6. President.
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The President shall be the Presiding Officer of the District, and shall, subject to the authority
of the Board, preside at all meetings of the Board, and absent any different designation by
the majority of the Board, sign and execute all contracts, conveyances, franchises, bonds,
deeds, assignments, mortgages, and notes in the name of the District. In the absence or
disability of the President, his/her duties shall be performed, and his/her powers may be
exercised by the Vice President. The President shall be an ex-officio member of all
committees appointed by the Board of Directors. Additionally, the President shall:

(a) Call both regular and special meetings of the Board and establish the agenda
for such;

(b) Have the right to vote on all matters coming before the Board;

(c) Perform all duties incident to the office, and such other duties as may be
prescribed from time to time by the Board;

(d) Appear before the City Council, or be presented by a designee, periodically
to give a report on the status of the activities of the District; and

(e) Appear before the City Council, or be represented by a designee, regarding
any item being considered by the City Council concerning the District.

Section 3.7. Vice President.

The Vice President shall perform the duties and exercise the powers of the President upon
the President’s death, absence, disability, or upon the President’s inability to perform the
duties of the office. Any action taken by the Vice President in the performance of the duties
of the President shall be conclusive evidence of the absence or inability to act of the
President at the time such action was taken. A Vice President shall have such other powers
as may be assigned by the Board or the President.

Section 3.8. Secretary.

The Secretary shall ensure that notices are given of all meetings of the Board and shall keep
and attest true records of all proceedings of all such meetings. He/she shall keep and
account for all books, documents, papers and records of the District, except those for which
some other office or agency is properly accountable. He/she shall generally perform all
duties and shall have authority to exercise all the powers usually appertaining to the office
of secretary of a District. In the absence or disability of the Secretary, the duties shall be
performed by a person appointed by the Board. The City Secretary, or designee, and
administrative officer will assist the Secretary with the execution of his/her responsibilities.

Section 3.9. Authority.
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Officers shall have such authority and perform such duties in the management of the District
as are provided in these Bylaws or as may be provided by resolution of the Board consistent
with these Bylaws.

Section 3.10. Compensation of Officers.

Officers who are members of the Board shall not receive any salary or compensation for their
services, except that they shall be reimbursed, with approval, for the actual expenses
incurred in the performance of their official duties as officers.

Article IV
COMMITTEES
Section 4.1. General.

The Board, according to a resolution adopted by the Board, may designate and appoint one
or more committees, including an Executive Committee. Each committee shall be
comprised of at least two (2) members. Each committee shall have such duties and
responsibilities as set forth in such resolution. The Board may designate one or more people
as alternate members of any committee who may, subject to any limitations imposed by the
Board, replace absent or disqualified members at any meeting of that committee. If the
Board establishes an Executive Committee, a majority of the members of such committee
shallbe members of the Board of the District. The remainder of the members of the Executive
Committee may, but need not, be members of the Board of the District. Membership on
committees may, but need not, be limited to members of the Board.

Section 4.2.Reserved.
Section 4.3. Number; Term.

Any committee of the Board shall consist of such number of the Board as the Board shall
designate. Each committee shall serve at the pleasure of the Board.

Section 4.4. Authority.

Except as limited by statute or these Bylaws, any committee of the Board, to the extent
provided in any resolution adopted by the Board, shall have and may exercise the authority
of the Board granted to such committee in the management of the business and affairs of
the District.

Section 4.5. Change in Number.

The number of members of any committee of the Board may be increased or decreased by
resolution adopted by the Board as long as the committee is stillin compliance with Section
4.1.
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Section 4.6. Removal.

Except as specifically provided by statute or these Bylaws, any member of a committee of
the Board may be removed, with or without cause, by the Board whenever, in its judgment,
the best interests of the District will be served thereby.

Section 4.7. Committee Vacancies.

Avacancy occurring in any committee (by death, resignation, removal or otherwise), except
of a Director, may be filled by the Board in the manner provided for original designation in
Section 4.1.

Article V

INDEMNIFICATION ; INSURANCE

Section 5.1. Indemnification.

(a) The District is, for the purposes of the Texas Tort Claims Act (Subchapter A,
Chapter 101, Texas Civil Practices and Remedies Code), a political subdivision and
governmental unit and all of its actions are governmental functions. The District shall
indemnify each and every member of the Board, its officers, and its employees, and former
Directors, officers, and employees, of the District, and each member of the City Council and
each employee of the City, to the fullest extent and manner permissible under the Act, or
other applicable rules, regulations or laws, against any and all liability or expense, including
attorney fees, incurred by reason of any actions or omissions that may arise out of the
functions and activities of the District.

(b) The District shall indemnify and advance expenses to an officer, employee,
agent or person indemnified in subparagraph (a) above and who is not a Director to such
further extent, consistent with law, as may be provided by its Bylaws, general or specific
action of the Board, or contract, or as permitted or required by common law.

Section 5.2. Insurance.

The District may purchase and maintain insurance on behalf of any person who is or was a
Director, officer, employee or agent of the District or who is or was serving at the request of
the District as a Director, officer, partner, venturer, proprietor, trustee, employee, agent or
similar functionary of another foreign or domestic District, partnership, joint venture, sole
proprietorship, trust, employee benefit plan or other enterprise against any liability asserted
against him and incurred by him or her in such capacity or arising out of his/her status as
such a person to the fullest extent under the Act and this Article Five.

Article VI
AMENDMENT OF BYLAWS
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These Bylaws may not be altered, amended or repealed and/or new Bylaws may not be
adopted without the prior approval of the City Council of the City of Josephine. The
alteration, amendment, or repeal of these Bylaws may be adopted at any subsequent
meeting of the Board at which a quorum is present, by the affirmative vote of a majority of
the entire Board, provided notice of the proposed alteration, amendment or repeal is
contained in the notice of such meeting. The City Council has the authority to propose and
require amendments to Bylaws or other rules.

Article VII
GENERAL
Section 7.1. Interested Parties; General Policy.

(a) Voting; Conflict of Interest. The members of the Board shall be considered
local public officials within the meaning of Chapter 171 of the Texas Local Government
Code. Whenever a member of the Board is aware of a substantial interest, as that term is
defined in said Chapter 171, that a member or a person related to the member within the
prohibited degree (defined in Chapter 171) has in a business entity or real property which is
the subject of deliberation by the Board, the Director shall file an affidavit with the Secretary
of the District stating the nature or extent of the interest. Such affidavit shall be filed prior to
any discussion or vote upon the matter, and if required by said Chapter 171, the interested
Director shall abstain from any further participation in the matter.

(b) Non-Exclusive. The provisions set forth in this Section 7.1 shall not be
construed to invalidate any contract or transaction which would be valid in the absence of
this provision.

Section 7.2. Notice.

(a) Method. Whenever by statute or these Bylaws, notice is required to be given
to any Director, and no provision is made as to how the notice shall be given, it shall not be
construed to mean personal notice, but any such notice may be given (a) in writing, by mail,
postage prepaid, addressed to the Director at the address appearing on the books of the
District, (b) hand delivered to the Director or (c) in any other method permitted by law.

(b) Waiver. Whenever, by statute or these Bylaws, notice is required to be given to
any Director, a waiver thereof in writing signed by the people entitled to such notice, whether
before or after the time stated in such notice, shall be equivalent to the giving of such notice.
Attendance of a Director at a meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of such a meeting,
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except where a Director attends for the express purpose of objecting to the transaction of
any business on the grounds that the meeting is not lawfully called or convened.

Section 7.3. Books and Records.

The District shall keep books and records of account and shall keep minutes of the
proceedings of its Board. All books and records of accounts of the District shall be subject
to the provisions of Chapter 552 of the Texas Government Code, relating to public
information. The District’s books and records of accounts may be audited at any time and
for any reason by the City Council or by an outside, independent auditing and accounting
firm selected by the City Council.

Section 7.4. Checks and Drafts.

All checks, drafts, or orders for the payment of money, notes, or other evidence of
indebtedness issued in the name of the District shall be approved by the Board, except that
the City when providing administrative or financial services shall have the authority to
execute checks for the daily operation of the District’s program without prior Board approval.
Any checks the City is authorized to sign on behalf of the District shall be signed by such
officer or officers or such other person or persons as the Board may from time to time
designate.

Section 7.5. Fiscal Year.
The fiscal year of the District shall be the same as the fiscal year of the City.
Section 7.6. Contracts for Service.

The District may, with approval of the City Council, contract with any qualified and
appropriate person, association, district or governmental entity to perform and discharge
designated tasks, which will aid or assist the Board in the performance of its duties.
However, no such contract shall ever be approved or entered into that seeks or attempts to
divest the Board of its discretion and policy-making functions in discharging the duties.

Section 7.7. Annual District Budget

At least sixty (60) days prior to the commencement of each fiscal year of the District, the
Board shall adopt a proposed budget of expected revenues and proposed expenditures for
the next ensuing fiscal year. The budget shall contain such classifications and shall be in
such form as may be prescribed from time to time by the City Council. The budget shall not
be effective until the City Council has approved it.

Section 7.8 Deposit and Investment of District Funds

(a) All proceeds from sales and use taxes imposed by the District, loans, from the
issuance of bonds, notes or other debt instruments (“Obligations”) issued by the District, or
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any other money required by law to be deposited in the Fund, shall be deposited into a
Development Project Fund created by Resolution of the Board. Funds of the District shall be
invested as provided in a Resolution, order, indenture, or documents authorizing or relating
to the execution or issuance of Obligations. Any investments made with proceeds from any
Obligations must be approved by the City Council.

(b) Subject to the requirements of contracts, loan agreements, indentures or
other agreements securing Obligations, all other monies of the District, if any, shall be
deposited, secured and/or invested in the manner provided for the deposit, security and/or
investment of the public funds of the City and approved by City Council. The Board shall
designate the accounts and depositories to be created and designated for these purposes
and the methods of withdrawal of funds for use by and for the purposes of the District upon
the signature of its Treasurer and such other people as the Board shall designate, as well as
approval by the City Council. The City shall perform the accounts, reconciliation, and
investment of funds and accounts.

Section 7.9 Expenditures of District Money.

The monies of the District, including sales and use taxes collected by the District pursuant
to the Act, monies derived from rents received from the lease or use of property, the
proceeds from the investment of funds of the District, the proceeds from the sale of property
and the proceeds derived from the sale of Obligations may be expended by the District for
any of the purposes authorized by the Act, and for the assumption of a debt, contingency
agreement, or other obligation for the benefit of the District, subject to the following
limitations:

(a) Expenditures from the proceeds of Obligations shall be identified and
described in the orders, resolutions, indentures or other agreements submitted to and
approved by the City Council prior to the execution of loan or financing agreements or the
sale and delivery of Obligations to the purchasers provided by Section 7.8 of these Bylaws;

(b) Expenditures that may be made from a fund created with the proceeds of
Obligations and expenditures of monies derived from sources other than the proceeds of
Obligations may be used, with City Council approval, for the purposes of financing or
otherwise providing one or more “projects,” as defined in the Act. The specific expenditures
shall be described in a resolution or order of the Board and shall be made only after approval
by the City Council; and

(c) All other proposed expenditures shall be made in accordance with and shall
be set forth in the annual budget required by Section 7.7 of this Article.

Section 7.10. Approval of the City Council.
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(a) Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary, the District shall obtain City
Council approval for the following:

1. The acceptance of any grant or loan;

2. The acquisition, selling, leasing, conveying, or otherwise disposing of property
or an interestin property;

3. Theissuance or payment of any and all bonds or other obligations;

4. Anychange in the sales and use tax;

and

5. The employment of any personnel.

(b) To the extent that these Bylaws refer to any approval by the City or by the City
Council, that approval shall be evidenced by a certified copy of an ordinance, resolution,
order, or motion duly adopted by the City Council.

Section 7.11 Implied Duties.

The District is authorized to take such actions as it may deem reasonable or necessary to
accomplish any of the purposes or duties set out in these Bylaws in accordance with the Act
and any other applicable law.

Article VIII
EFFECTIVE DATE

These Bylaws shall become effective upon the occurrence of the latter of the following
events:

(a) The approval of these Bylaws by the City Council; and

(b) The adoption of these Bylaws by the Board of Directors.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JOSEPHINE, TEXAS, IN
SUPPORT OF HOUSE BILL 4211 AUTHORED BY THE HONORABLE REPRESENTATIVE
CANDY NOBLE, RELATING TO CERTAIN RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY INTERESTS
CONTROLLED BY CERTAIN ENTITIES; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, House Bill 4211, authored by the Honorable Representative Candy Noble, seeks to
protect the rights of individuals who invest in and build within proposed developments that utilize business
entity-owned residential arrangements; and

WHEREAS, HB 4211 introduces a new Chapter 223 to the Texas Property Code, titled “Business
Entity-Owned Residential Arrangement,” to ensure that any business entity engaged in the ownership or
management of residential property remains subject to the laws of the State of Texas; and

WHEREAS, the bill provides critical clarity by recognizing that individuals who purchase an
interest in such entities—even if the purchase does not include title to the real property itself—nonetheless
hold meaningful ownership rights, including the right to exclusive possession and the right to transfer that
interest without requiring permission, approval, or fees from the managing entity; and

WHEREAS HB 4211 affirms that any legal disputes concerning residential arrangements or
ownership interests must be adjudicated exclusively in courts established under the laws of Texas or the
United States, safeguarding investors and residents from unfair or inaccessible alternative tribunals; and

WHEREAS the bill prevents managing entities from charging fees or taking a share of proceeds
in the event of a transfer of ownership, thereby protecting individuals from punitive or predatory restrictions
and ensuring they cannot be deprived of their homes due to arbitrary rules or evolving internal policies of
the entity; and

WHEREAS HB 4211 places such residential arrangements under the scope of the Texas Deceptive
Trade Practices Act, as well as state and federal fair housing laws, thus prohibiting discrimination based on
race, color, religion, national origin, sex, familial status, or disability; and

WHEREAS the City of Josephine supports increased transparency, fairness, and legal protections
for its residents, and acknowledges the importance of balancing innovative development models with the
rights and expectations of property owners and investors;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
JOSEPHINE, TEXAS:

1. That the City Council hereby expresses its support for House Bill 4211, recognizing it as a
forward-thinking and essential measure to protect the interests of those who invest in and inhabit
business entity-owned residential developments.

2. That the City Council urges the Texas Legislature to pass House Bill 4211 and encourages
continued legislative efforts to ensure clarity, equity, and lawful governance in residential property
ownership structures.



3. That this Resolution be forwarded to Honorable House Representative Candy Noble representing
Josephine as well as the Committee on State Affairs or other relevant legislative and policy
stakeholders to communicate the City’s full support.

relating to certain residential property interests controlled by
certain entities.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
SECTION 1. Title 12, Property Code, is amended by adding
Chapter 223 to read as follows:

CHAPTER 223. BUSINESS ENTITY-OWNED RESIDENTIAL ARRANGEMENTS

Sec. 223.001. DEFINITIONS. In this chapter:

(1) "Business entity" means a partnership,

corporation, joint venture, limited liability company, or other

business organization or business association, however organized.

(2) "Managing entity" means a business entity that

owns residential property used in a residential arrangement.

(3) "Residential arrangement'" means an arrangement in

which the purchaser of an interest in a business entity is entitled

to exclusive possession of residential property owned by the entity

as long as the purchaser holds the interest in the business entity.

(4) "Residential property" means the real property and

improvements for a single-family house, duplex, triplex, or

quadruplex.

Sec. 223.002. APPLICABILITY. This chapter does not apply

to a timeshare plan, as defined by Section 221.002.

Sec. 223.003. AGREEMENTS AND RULES. (a) An agreement for

the purchase of an interest in a managing entity must disclose to

the purchaser that the agreement is for the purchase of an interest

in the entity and not in any residential property itself.

(b) The purchase agreement and any other agreement or rules

governing the residential arrangement or the ownership interest in

the entity may not require that a dispute concerning the

arrangement or interest be brought before a tribunal other than a

court established under the laws of this state or the United States.

Sec. 223.004. DISCRIMINATION PROHIBITED. A managing entity

may not take an action with respect to an interest in the entity in a

manner that would be a violation of Chapter 301 if the interest in

the entity were an interest in real property, including:

(1) restricting the transfer of the interest;
(2) imposing requirements to maintain the interest; or

WHEREAS pursuant to Section 775.014 of the Texas Health and Safety Code, before an ESD
may be created that includes territory within a municipality’s corporate limits or extraterritorial
jurisdiction, a written request for inclusion in the ESD must be submitted to the municipality’s
governing body; and

WHEREAS territory within a municipality’s jurisdiction may not be included in an ESD unless
the municipality’s governing body provides written consent within sixty (60) days of receiving the
request; and

WHEREAS the Collin County Judge has received and verified a petition requesting the creation
of Collin County Emergency Services District No. 1 to provide emergency services to portions of
Collin County in accordance with Chapter 775; and

WHEREAS portions of the proposed ESD include territory within the City of Josephine’s
extraterritorial jurisdiction (ETJ); and

WHEREAS the City of Josephine received a written request dated February 25, 2025, from Collin
County requesting the inclusion of its ETJ in the proposed ESD; and

WHEREAS the City Council of the City of Josephine, Texas, desires to grant its consent for the
inclusion of its ETJ in the proposed ESD, subject to a called election for that purpose.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
JOSEPHINE, TEXAS, THAT:

Section 1. The foregoing recitals are hereby found to be true and correct and are incorporated
herein by reference for all purposes as allowed by law.

Section 2. The City Council hereby grants its consent to the inclusion of the City’s extraterritorial
jurisdiction within the boundaries of the proposed Collin County Emergency Services District No.
1 pursuant to Section 775.014 of the Texas Health and Safety Code.



Section 3. The inclusion of the City’s extraterritorial jurisdiction within the proposed ESD is
contingent upon the approval of an election to confirm the creation of the ESD. A majority of
voters residing in the City’s ETJ who participate in said election must vote in favor of the proposal
in accordance with Section 775.019(b) of the Texas Health and Safety Code.

Reservation

e The City of Josephine Community Center can be reserved up to 3 months in advance on a
first-come, first-served basis.

e The party renting the facility (lessee) must be at least 21 years of age and be a Josephine
resident or a Josephine-based professional networking group, club, association, or non-
profit organization.

e Proof of residency is required when signing the rental agreement, and the resident must
remain on-site at all times.

e By signing the agreement, the lessee confirms that the reservation is for their own
personal use and not for another individual or group.

¢ Thelessee will be the main contact person for the duration of the event and is responsible
for the actions of their guests.

e Lessee agrees to abide by all City, State, and Federal laws.

e To make reservations, complete the online form: Community Center Reservation
Application.

Deposit

Cancellation/Changes

Reservation cancellations or changes will only be accepted directly from the lessee.

All reservation cancellations must be made in writing to the City Secretary at least 48
business hours prior to the rental and take effect on the date received.

All rental fees previously paid will be forfeited if the reservation is canceled less than 48
hours prior to the rental. No phone cancellations will be accepted.

No reservation changes will be accepted less than one week prior to the rental.

Rental Hours

Rental hours must include set-up and take-down time. Lessee is responsible for setting
up tables and chairs as well as returning tables and chairs to the carts in the storage closet
unless prior arrangements have been made.

The lessee and/or other members of the rental party’s group will not be allowed in the
Community Center until the time specified on the agreement.

Itis the lessee's responsibility to notify all members of their party of the designated rental
hours.

Alcoholic beverages are not permitted in the Josephine Community Center or on any City
property at any time.

The use of controlled substances is also prohibited in the Community Center and on any
City property. Persons under the influence of such substances or intoxicants are
prohibited on the premises and will be asked to leave.

Decorations/Equipment

Music

The use of nails, tacks, tape, or adhesive of any kind is prohibited on walls or furnishings.
All decorations must be taken down before the lessee vacates the Community Center.

The use of bounce houses, slides, etc., is strictly prohibited. Open flames, including
candles, are not allowed.

Supplies and portable furniture for special events cannot be delivered before your
scheduled rental time and must be retrieved immediately following the event within the
time limits set in the reservation agreement.

Music is permitted in the Community Center but must remain at a respectful level. No
loud music is permitted.

The lessee and/or other members of the rental party’s group (including musicians and
DJs) must agree that the volume will be immediately lowered upon request of a city
employee.

Clean Up and Damages

The lessee is responsible for cleaning and removing any trash and decorations and turning
off all lights. Any damages incurred during the rental must be reported.

Fire Provisions

Smoking is not allowed inside the Community Center.

Smoking is not allowed within 15 feet of the Community Center entrance/exit.



Fog machines are not allowed.
Sparklers (or the like) are not allowed indoors or on the property at any time.
Entrance and exit doors may not be obstructed.

Due to fire regulations, the room capacity set by the Fire Marshal will be strictly enforced.

Security Provisions

Security needs will be determined at the City’s sole discretion and paid for by the lessee.

Liability

All lessees agree to pay for any damages to the Community Center, grounds, or
furnishings caused by themselves or their guests during or pertaining to their rental.
Notification will be given to the lessee as soon as the damages have been assessed.

The undersigned renter agrees to be fully responsible for any damages that occur to the
Community Center facility, equipment, or property during their rental period. Any damage
identified by City staff after the event will be assessed, and the cost of repairs or
replacement will be billed directly to the renter as a pass-through expense. Failure to remit
payment may result in additional penalties, including denial of future rental privileges.
